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Instructions for Students:

1) Read the one book chapter that you were assigned (chapter 21, 23, 24, 25 or 29). 
Chapter 21 – Pregnancy Planning: Student 1, Student 2, Student 3, Student 4
Chapter 23 – Drug Principles in Pregnancy and Lactation: Students 5-8
Chapter 24 – Conditions Associated with Pregnancy: Students 9-12
Chapter 25 – Pregnancy and Pre-Existing Illness: Student 13-16
Chapter 29 – Postpartum Care: Students 17-20
2) Note important concepts/themes as or after you read the chapter. You will need to be well versed in this chapter so you can present the information from the chapter to your classmates. Consider using a “graphic organizer”. A graphic organizer is a way to design what you want to present to your classmates (it does not have to be powerpoint or anything fancy…it is just a way to organize your thoughts in a succinct manner). 

You could consider answering several leading questions:

· What are the three most important things to know from this chapter?

· What key themes/messages are present in this chapter?

· What insight did you gain that you were not aware of before?

· What from this chapter applies to our outcomes in this course?

· How does the content apply to the pharmacist?
Another method you could use is an outline of the chapter. You can determine what you consider to be the most important aspects in each section of the chapter. Again, evaluate what you have learned and how the content applies to the pharmacist.

Feel free to use other methods that work for you…hopefully you can see the information that should be obtained from the chapter.

3) The class session will occur as follows:
